LIFT Project 
  

The LIFT Project provides living skills for young people aged     

15-21 through peer education, pre-vocational training and     

personal       development for homeless young people aged be-

tween 14 and 21 years.  Funded by the Commonwealth Sup-

ported Assistance Accommodation Program, the LIFT Project 

has provided assistance to over 100 young people through group 

workshops and intensive one��on��one support in an attempt to 

develop a sense of independence and to assist in providing   

opportunities in the community. 

Services included support and assistance with regards to, hous-
ing, financial issues, health and/or drug and alcohol concerns   

 
LIFT has been able to provide, transport, advice/information,       
advocacy, liaison and court support and assistance to obtain 
housing, employment, health/welfare care, living skills, personal 
development and referral to specialist services.   

 

 

 
 

Galilee School 
  
The Galilee School provides an alternative education               
program    for disadvantaged and at-risk young people            aged 
12 and 16 years in the Canberra region.  
 
The School is an accredited senior school covering years seven to 
10. The school allows students to work towards a Year 10         
Certificate. Students attend the school during normal school hours 
five days a week where they focus on numeracy and literacy skills 
in an environment that is supportive and encouraging. 
  
The students are provided with breakfast and lunch to improve 
their health and ability to concentrate, and are offered transport to 
and from school to assist with their day-to-day attendance.

Family Placement Scheme 

The Galilee Family Placement Scheme (FPS) facilitates the       
placement of babies, children and young people with foster care   
families in the Canberra region. 
  
Children are referred to Galilee by the Office for Children, Youth and 
Family Support in the ACT because their families temporarily or   
permanently are not able to care for them. 
  
Children may be in foster care for a few days, a few months, or long 
term. Wherever possible, the aim is to restore children to the care of 
their families, however some children remain in care until they reach 
independence. 
  

Becoming a foster carer 
  
Babies, children and young people are urgently in need of people to 
train as foster carers and provide a home filled with love,              
acceptance and nurturing. Foster care can be for a weekend, a few 
weeks or a lifetime. 
 

Transport and supervision 

  
The Galilee Transport and Supervision (GTS) service offers        
transportation for babies, children and young people within the    
Canberra region. GTS has been in operation for seven years and 
accepts referrals from the ACT Office of Children, Youth and Family 
Support (OCYFS), other foster care agencies, and the general public.  
 
The program provides services for approximately 200 children and is 
available every day of the week throughout the year. 
  
Transport is available to and from school, specialist appointments, 
sporting events, and contact visits with birth parents and other family 
members.  
 
GTS also provides supervised visit services where staff attend      
contact visits between a child their birth parents, siblings or other 
family members with whom they are not living. This can be out of 
home or in the Galilee contact house.  
 
The in-home support service, teaching parenting skills such as   
cooking, cleaning and budgeting is also available through                
the program.
